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GIRIS

Mimarligin 6grenilebilmesi i¢in Kudiisten daha iyi bir yer yoktur. Genellikle sehirlerdeki mekénlar heterojenligi,
gesitliligi ve sembolizmi disavurarak kiiltiirtin ortaya ¢ikmasini, yeniden tiretimini ve temsilini saglarlar. Bu baglamda Kudiis
sehri benzerleri arasinda kendine 6zgii bir yere sahiptir. Kudiis sehri kendine 6zgii ruhu, zengin tarihi ge¢misi ve tarihsel
iligkileri ile birlikte yaratciligin zarif bir sekilde ortaya ¢tkmasina bityiik imkan tanur.

Eski Kudiis'in sokaklarinda ytirimek ve insanlarin giinlitk hayatlarint seyretmek bu boélgenin degerini anlamak
bakimindan ilham verici eylemlerdir. Yalnizca ti¢ din tarafindan kutsal olan bélgeler degil, eski sehirdeki her bir tas parcasi
buna yardimei olur.

Filistinde mahallelerle ilgili mevcut planlama girisimlerini anlamak i¢in kentlesmenin arkaplanini anlamak ¢ok biiyiik
onem tagimaktadir.

Kudiis sehri vadilerle, ¢ok sayida kdy ve sehirlerle ¢evrili dort tepenin tizerinde yiikselmistir. Sehrin stratejik ve dini
onemi, cografi konumu ile medeniyetlerin kesistigi ve kiiltiirlerin birbirine karistugi bir merkez olmasindan kaynaklanir.
Kudiis sehri yiizlerce yil birgok kiiltiirle kargilasmis ve bu durum Kudiis’e 6zel bir fiziksel yapinin gelismesine yol agmustir.
Duvarlarla ¢evrelenmis Eski Sehir, ibadet mekénlari, anitlar, geleneksel cargilar ve eski mahallelerden olusmaktadir. Burada her
tirlti degere rastlamak mimkiindiir. Eski sehrin icinde ve gevresinde ¢ok fazla ve farkli degerlerin bir arada olmasi ise sehir ve
mimari tasarimla ilgilenenlerin iglerini yaparken daha hassas davranmalarini gerektirmektedir.

Kudiis'iin genis kent dokusu antik caglardan giiniimiize kadar ¢esitli yapilarin birgok farkli millet tarafindan inga
edilmesiyle sekillenmistir. Bu 6nemli sehir, tarih boyunca birgok savas, karmasa ve dogal felaketlerle tehdit altinda kalmistir.

Eski sehrin kendine 6zgii dokusu, gelisim alanlart olarak tanimlanan yeni yapilasma bolgeleri ile sarilmistir. Kendine
ozgili karmagik ve son derece ug kabul edilebilecek sorunlart barindiran Kudiiste kentin gelisimi ve planlanmas: birgok farkl:
bilesenden etkilenmistir. Giiniimiizde Kudiis belirgin bir sekilde Filistin ve Israil yerlesimleri olarak bsliinmiis bir sehirdir.
Giizel dogasi, ¢ok fazla noktadaki ayirici duvarlar nedeniyle hem fiziksel hem de gorsel anlamda zarar gormistiir. Giinden
giine genisleyen Yahudi yerlesim bolgelerinin geperleri Eski Sehir ile Filistin mahalleleri arasinda birer bariyer olusturmakeadir.
Bu sekilde Kudiis sakinleri duvar disinda birakilmakta, Bat: Seria sakinleri ise kendi topraklarindan koparilmaktadir.

Dogu Kudiis'te kentsel gelismeye yonelik adimlar yikict politikalarla kargilasmaktadirlar. Dogu Kudiis'te Batt Kudiisten
ayrt olarak bina yapim izinleri, sehir hizmetlerinin ve gelistirilme imkanlarinin eksikligi, arazi sahipligine dair sorunlar ve
halihazir master planinda gelisme bolgeleri olarak tanimlanan yerlerin yesil alan olarak gosterilmesi gibi bir¢ok planlama
kisitlamalari bulunmaktadir.



INTRODUCTION

There is no better place to learn about architecture than Jerusalem. Typically spaces within cities express heterogeneity,
diversity, symbolism, and so produce, reproduce and represent the city’s culture. Among many Jerusalem is unique itself. Its
spirit gives huge potential for expressing creativity in a very sensitive way relaying on historical narratives and rich historical
background.

Walking around inside the Old City of Jerusalem and observing the daily lives of people there inspires one to really
understand values of this area. It is not just about the Holy sites of Judaism, Christianity and Islam but also about each stone
inside the Old City.

In order to understand the current planning initiatives of the Palestinian neighbourhoods it is important to understand
the background to this urbanisation.

The City of Jerusalem was established on four hills surrounded by valleys and a number of villages and cities. Its stra-
tegic and religious importance arose from its geographic location, as a centre of interaction between cultures and civilisation.
The City of Jerusalem has, over a huge time span faced periods of different ruling societies, cultures manners under which a
unique physical environment has been developed. Encircled by a wall, the Old City consists of places of worship, monuments,
traditional markets and old neighbourhoods. All kind of values are to be found within it. The more qualities that are present,
the more sensitive a response is required for those dealing with urban and architectural design inside the Old City and its sur-
roundings.

Varieties of structures, both ancient and modern were erected by many nations and thus shaping the Jerusalem’s large
urban landscape. During its history the city’s great importance has been threatened by violence, war, and environmental and
man-made disasters.

Unique structures of the old city are surrounded by newer parts of the city as well as with the area to be considered
as development area. Development and planning in all contexts are affected by a wide variety of issues, and Jerusalem’s case
is particularly complex and extreme. Jerusalem today remains a divided city, with distinct Palestinian and Israeli neighbour-
hoods. It’s beautiful landscape is harmed from many spots with separation walls as physical and visual obstacle. Day by day
belt of expended Jewish settlements are creating barrier between Old City and Palestinian neighbourhoods, separating Pales-
tinians from accessing the Old City, and leaving Jerusalem residents outside the wall (but within the Israeli defined Municipal
boundaries) and West Bank residents separated from their lands.

Urban development inside East Jerusalem is facing destructing policies. Many planning restrictions are imposed, such




Zaman i¢inde gogler ve cok sayida Yahudi yerlegkesinin inga edilmesinden sonra dogal olarak sehrin demografik yapist
da degismistir. Sehirdeki Yahudi niifusu 1967°'den 1976’ya kadar olan siirecte 190,000'den 250,000’¢; 1948de 70,000 olan
Arap niifusu ise 1976’ya geldigimizde 90,000 kisiye ¢tkmistir. Giintimiizdeki niifus oranlart 307,600 Filistinli'ye kargin ve
522,200 Yahudi seklindedir, s6z konusu Yahudi niifusun 196,990’1 isgal edilen Filistin topraklarina yerlesmislerdir.

Kente gelecekte yap1 bazinda ve kent planlama diizeyinde miidahale edebilmek i¢in dncelikle kentin su andaki sekline neden
olan iki kutuplu yapisinin arka planinin anlagilmasi gerekmektedir.

Kudiis'tin igi ve ¢evresine mimari miidahalede bulunmanin zorlugunu tam anlamiyla kavrama noktasinda cagdas
mimarlik baglaminda dogru yaklagimi olusturmak ve “mek4n”in ruhunu anlamak ¢ok 6nemli bir yer tutar. Bizi gevreleyen
mekén, biitiin unsurlarin birbirleri ile iligki i¢cinde oldugu ti¢ boyutlu bir yapidir. Yapilandirilmig ¢evre ve tanimli mimari me-
kin ayrica 6nemli 6zellikler tagiyan zamani da kapsar. “Mekan”in ruhu ancak disiplinler arasi bir yaklagimla kavranabilir. Bu
yaklasim, sosyal, tarihi ve metafizik boyutlari iceren genis kapsamli bir tutumu tiretmeyi amaglamaktadir.

Giintimiiziin ¢agdas mimarligi kendisini, kiiltiirel ve dogal mirast tehdit etmeyen ve ge¢misten giiniimiize degin
stiregelen geleneksel ortama saygili bir diizlemde tanimlamaktadir. Bu baglamda tasarim ve planlama ¢alismalarinin kiiltiirel,
tarihi ve sembolik degerlerle denge igerisinde gercek mekin ve zaman dikkate alinarak gerceklestirilmesi 6nem tagimaktadir.

2015 Yaz Okulu kapsaminda o6grenci gruplarinin 3 tanesinden Dogu Kudiisteki Filistin mahallelerinde yer alan
yerlesim yerleri, 2 tanesinden ise Kudiis'iin disinda yer alan yerlesim yerleri icin yeni yaklagimlar getirmeleri istendi. Yaz okulu
stirecinde; takim calismasinin 6nemi, tasarima yaklagim, arsanin degerlendirilmesi, sosyal-fiziksel ¢evrenin anlagilmasi, sehrin
ekonomik, kiiltiirel ve sosyo-politik durumunun kavranmasi gibi deneyimler 6grencilerin kazanimlarinin baginda gelmektedir.

Ogrenilen bilgilerin uygulanmast, tecriibelerin paylasimi ve farkli bakis agilariyla kargilasma deneyimleri, hem
ogrenciler hem de akademik gorevliler i¢cin Kudiiste yaz okuluna katilmanin ve dahasi Kudiiste ¢alismis olmanin énemli bir
firsat oldugunu gostermektedir. Bu baglamda, mimarligi tam anlamiyla deneyimlemenin en iyi yolunun teori ve pratigin be-

raber yiiriidtigii bu tiir siireglerdir diyebiliriz.

as: building ration that diverse from west Jerusalem, land ownership, existing master plan that usually have assigned develop-
ment area inside East Jerusalem as green area, lack of urban facilities and possibilities for its upgrading etc.

Over time, through immigration and the construction of new residential neigbourhoods in West and East Jerusalem
the demographic structure of the city is changed, from 65,010 Palestinian inhabitants in 1948 to 90,000 in 1976, as at the
same time the Jewish population of the City increased from 99,320 in 1948, to 250,000 in 1976. Today’s population is com-
prised of 307,600 Palestinian inhabitants and 522,200 Jewish inhabitants, of which 196,990 are living in settlements on oc-
cupied Palestinian land.

Once one understands the way that the city has been shaped up to the present day, with its ‘bi-polar’ structure, it is

possible to begin the process of understanding what future urban and architectural interventions can be made.
When approaching the challenge of architectural interventions inside Jerusalem and its surroundings it is important to un-
derstand the concept of the “space” and to create an appropriate approach toward contemporary urban settings, which are
inclusive and ready for changes in the future. The space that surrounds us is three-dimensional and is filled with elements
which all relate to the other elements that they interact with. Built environments and architectural spaces must also deal with
the additional dimension of time, and all the impacts it has on space. The concept of “space” can only be understood through
interdisciplinary debate and interaction. This approach includes social, historical, and metaphysical dimensions aiming at pro-
ducing a comprehensive understanding.

It is clear that contemporary architecture represent itself as such, a distinct entity, so it does not threaten the cultural
and natural heritage that surrounds it and respects the quality criteria of traditional ambience. Design and planning should be
considered an important achievement in real space and time and as balance between the cultural, historical, symbolic.
During the Summer Studio 2015, students were expected to give new attributes to 3 designated sites inside Palestinian neigh-
bourhoods in East Jerusalem and 2 additional sites outside of Jerusalem. Some of the lessons learned during the studio includ-
ed: the importance of team working, the approach taken towards the design, maximising the potential of the site economically
and socially, and understanding the socio-physical, economic, cultural, and socio-political shape of cities.

This studio was a great chance for staff and students of FSMV to apply this knowledge and sharing experiences and
broadening their horizons, and more over for the staff and students to work in Jerusalem. Combining theory and practice is
the best possible way to experience the studying of architecture as adventure in its fullest meaning.

2015 Mimari ve Kentsel Tasarim Yaz Okulu, Uluslararasi Baris ve Isbirligi Merkezi (IPCC) ve Fatih Sultan Mehmet Vakif
Universitesi (FSMVU) birlikteligiyle basarili bir sekilde gerceklestirilmistir. Yaz Okulu’'nda, diinya gapinda yaygin bir metot
olan problem-¢6zme temelli tasarlama yontemi tercih edilmistir. Gruplarin belirli hedefler dogrultusunda tarustiklari, analizler
yaptiklari ve gosterilen alanlardaki problemleri ¢6zmeye yonelik tasarimlar tirettikleri Yaz Okulu, IPCC’nin son alt yil i¢cinde
farkls ekiplerle gergeklestirdigi besinci tasarim stiidyosu olmast 6zelligini de tagimaktadir.

IPCC Filistinlilerin direncini yiikseltmek ve evlerinin yikilmasini durdurmak i¢in Dogu Kudiis ve C bolgesinin planlamasinda
onctii bir rol tistlenmistir. Bu baglamda, IPCC katulimcr planlamanin C bélgesi ve Dogu Kudiisteki Filistin mahallelerindeki
diisiik emsalli bina izni ve hatta bina yapmaya izin verilmemesi gibi stkintilarin ¢oziimiine yardimei olabilecegine inanmaktadir.
Diger taraftan, planlama sisteminin karmagik yapisi nedeniyle olusan sikintilari ¢ézmek amaciyla bireysel miicadeleye girmek
hem maddi hem de zaman olarak oldukea fazla bir yiik teskil etmektedir. Dahasi, Filistin bolgelerine insa izni verilse dahi emsal
ok diisiik oldugu i¢in toplumun ihtiyaclarini karsilamasi miimkiin gozitkkmemekeedir.

Yaz okulu ¢aligmalari; IPCC’nin C bélgesinde yer alan Jiftlik ve Battir beldeleri, Al Mukabber tepesi, Al Joz Wadisi ve Dogu
Kudiiste yer alan Al Aqabeh bolgesi hakkindaki Kudiis sakinleriyle beraber gelistirdigi planlari tamamlayici roldedir. Tasarim
projelerinin gergeveleri, halkin ihtiyaglarina gore IPCC tarafindan yapilan ¢alismalar dogrultusunda belirlenmistir. Projeler;
kamu, ticari ve konut yapilarinin tasarlanmasinin yani sira; tarihi yapilarin iyilestirilmesi ve tarihi alanlarin canlandirilmasi,
karma kullanimli yerlesimlerin diizenlenmesi, acik parklarin ve kamusal alanlarin tasarlanmasi gibi ¢esitli igeriklere de sahiptir.

2015’in Agustos ayinda Dogu Kudiis'te gergeklestirilen yaz okulu, Filistinde yapilan bazi planlama isteklerini ortaya koymaktadir.
Yaz Okulu, salt akademik bir etkinlikten ziyade Filistin ve Tiirkiye kokenli 6grencilerin ve profesyonellerin birlikte tasarim ve
diistinme kabiliyetlerini ortaya koyduklari son derece etkili bir tecriibe olmustur. Alaninda yetkin hocalar, Filistinli ve Tuirkiyeli
ogrenciler ile geng profesyoneller 3 hafta boyunca yogun bir sekilde C bolgesi ve Dogu Kudiis'iin i¢inde belirlenen yer ve tema-
larda analizler, calismalar ve tasarimlar yapmuglardir. Nihayetinde ise Filistin halki i¢in planlamada kargilagilan hususi sorunlara
stratejik ve mekansal ¢oziimler gelistirebilecek bir duruma gelmislerdir.

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Summer Studio 2015

The Architectural and Urban Design Summer Studio 2015, was successfully conducted as joint studio organised by Fatih Sul-
tan Mehmet Vakif University (FSMVU) Istanbul and the International Peace and Cooperation Center (IPCC). The Design
Studio is a method used worldwide to work upon problem based designs, where the target group meet to discuss, analyse, and
prepare designs to solve a problem in the area of study. This was the fifth design studio which IPCC have conducted over the
past six years, with a variety of partner organisations.

IPCC took the initiative of planning in Area C and East Jerusalem as a tool to strengthen Palestinian resilience and to reduce
the incidence of home demolitions. IPCC believes that participatory planning in particular is the best practice to solve many
of the problems Palestinians have to deal with such as; the lack in zoning for Area C communities and most Palestinian neigh-
bourhoods in East Jerusalem, or improving of existing plans that are outdated and provide low plot ratios, or that designate
areas for development as green space, and most importantly do not give building rights. However the planning system is very
complex, it is also very expensive for individuals to go through alone, as well as being very time consuming. Moreover, even
when building rights are given in Palestinian areas, the building plot ratios are very low and do not serve the immediate or
future needs of the community.

The studio work is complementary to the plans IPCC have developed with the communities in the selected areas of Jiftlik
and Battir in Area C; and Jabal al Mukabber, Wadi al Joz and al Aqabeh in East Jerusalem. The design projects were chosen
upon the needs of the community and the planning process IPCC prepared. The projects varied between the regeneration of
historical sites, rehabilitation of historic buildings, planning of mixed-use neighbourhoods, designing open space parks and
the public realm, in addition to the design of public, commercial and housing buildings.

The summer studio came out of a desire to address some of the planning issues in Palestine, and was held in East Jerusalem in
August 2015. It was not only an academic adventure, but also a life-changing experience that enabled students from Palestine
and Turkey as well as professionals to build on their design skills and their conceptual and critical thinking. Supported by
highly skilled tutors, Palestinian and Turkish students and young professionals worked together for three intensive weeks, as
they prepared surveys, designs and regulations for the selected themes and sites in East Jerusalem and Area C. By the end of
the studio, they had developed strategic and spatial solutions to the specific thematic issues of planning facing the Palestinian
communities.

Kudiisteki Yaz Okulu, 6grencilerin Dogu Kudiis ve Bat Seriadaki 5 farkls
bolgede calisarak kisitlayict planlama yonetmelikleri ve sartlaryla sosyal kimligin
korunmasi, ekonomik ve politik haklarin savunulmasi gibi sorunlarin ¢6ziimiine katkida
bulunulmast baglaminda 6nemli bir firsat olmustur.

Yaz okulunun bir diger 6nemi ise 6grencilerin kisitlt planlama sartlari altunda
caligma tecriibesi kazanmasinin yani sira bolgede yasayanlarin ihtiyaclarina gére mimari
ve kentsel tasarim anlaminda en iyi ¢oziimleri bulma arayislarindan kaynaklanmakradir.

Ogrencilerin Kudiis ve cevresinin kentsel gelisimini 6grenip karmastk mimari
sorunlar iizerinde calisabilmeleri icin Prof.Dr. Ibrahim Numan, Dr. Rami Nasrallah ve
Prof. Dr. Rassem Khamaisi tarafindan tanitici seminerler verildi.

Ornek olarak bazt égrenciler Jiftlik bolgesi gibi terk edilmis, ¢ok karmasik ve
daha 6nce hig ¢izimi yapilmamis binalarda ¢alismigtir. Diger bir grup 6grenci de Unesco
Diinya Mirast Listesi’'nde tehlike altndaki yerlerden biri olarak belirtilen Batur bolges-
inde calismalarini gergeklestirmistir. Ogrenciler olgun ve ciddi bir yaklagimla bir yandan
bolgelerindeki mevcut yapilarin degerlerini korumaya calisirken, bir yandan da oradaki
sartlara uygun cagdas ekler tasarlamiglardur.

Mimari tasarim siireci kaginilmaz olarak grup calismasini gerektirir. Bu baglamda
yaz okulu 6grencilere 5-6 kisilik gruplarla ¢alisma; grup icinde tartigma, fikir ve ¢oziim
tiretme becerilerini gelistirme firsati olusturmustur.

STUDIO CONTENT:

The summer studio in Jerusalem was great opportunity for students to work on
5 different projects inside East Jerusalem and Area C of the West Bank. Understanding
restrictive planning issues and policies it was great pleasure to learn from experience of
the Palestinians, and summer studio was a great chance to contribute to their daily strug-
gle for identity, defending social, economic and political rights.

The importance of this studio was to train students in working in a restrictive
planning environment, but at the same time, in the production of high quality spatial
design, including architectural and urban design in accordance with the needs of the
inhabitants of these communities.

In order to work on complex tasks of architectural and urban developement of
Jerusalem and its surrounding several introductionary lectures were given to the students
by Prof.Dr. Ibrahim Numan, Dr. Rami Nasrallah and Prof. Dr. Rassem Khamaisi.

Some of the students were working on the complex issues such as in the village
of Jiftlik, given the fact it is an abandoned structure and there was no existing plan, or
in Battir which is an extremely sensitive area inscribed on the UNESCO WHL as site
in danger. Students showed their mature and serious approach trying to recognise and
preserve the existing values of the structures as well as designing contemporary additions
in a different manner.

Since architectural design inevitably includes team work, the summer studio was
a great chance for students working in groups of 5-6 people to develop the ability to
discuss and produce ideas and solutions. In order to be a more productive each group
was daily exposed to brain storming preparing concept together and after that working
on the project development. The final results were a summary of the group’s results, and
students were also evaluated according to their individual contribution to the group.

During the period of study 3 presentation terms were given: concept, project
proposal and final project.

2. Asama

Arazilerden arastirmalar sonucu toplanan verilerin degerlendirilmesinden sonra her
bolge icin temel taslak ve gelisme ongoriileri hakkinda fikir sahibi olan 6grenciler; ma-
halle sakinlerinin ihtiyaglari, altyapr eksiklikleri, dogal ¢evre ve diizen, vista noktalari,
mevcut biirokratik kisitlamalar, 6nerilen ve uyarlanan planlari da géz 6niinde bulundu-
rarak gelecek miidahalelere yonelik en dogru ¢oziimleri ve onerileri tiretmeye calistilar.

Phase 1

The first stage was to introduce students to the all sites and to divide them into 5 differ-
ent groups to work on the tasks in accordance with their own aspirations. During site
visits students completed surveys and analyses, noting the advantages and disadvantages
of each site. It was also important to understand the qualities of each built or unbuilt
(natural) area. Communities such as Wadi al Joz and Jabal al Mukabber are in close
vicinity to the Old City and Holy sites and it was necessary to integrate site potential
and to emphasise its role in the future development of the city, providing more facilities
for tourists and preserving valuable vistas and panoramas. The site of Al Aqabeh is a ne-
glected area adjacent to one of the biggest Palestinian neighbourhoods of East Jerusalem
(Beit Hanina) surrounded with built up areas. There is potential to develop this site as a
‘downtown’ area providing public facilities for surrounding neighbourhoods, according
to the master plan that is already prepared and adopted. Battir village is unique in its in-
termingling natural settings, landscaped terraces supported with dry stone walls, and old
housing structures. So far the recognised values of the village are preserved while many
inappropriate additions are harming unique picture of this village. Jiftlik village is located
in the area of Jericho Municipality. It is abandoned location in a military firing zone.
This micro location is set in the middle of an agricultural area with great views across
the surrounding region and there is only one old structure (an old prison) as a large scale
structure with a couple of remains of the old dry stone walls.

Phase 2

The first concept and vision for the future development of each site were drawn up after
collecting all data in situ and summarising impressions of the site. Students took into
account the needs of inhabitants, lack of facilities, natural surroundings, natural settings,
vistas, existing restrictions, and proposed and adopted plans. Perception and analyses
were tools used for brain storming to guide students towards the best proposals for future
actions and solutions. Discussions and critical analyses were important to extract the
most important elements and factors for the creation and final decision of the project

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3. Asama (Master Plan)

Temel konsept belirlendikten sonra her grup i¢in bir sonraki asama master plani tasar-
lamak ve daha ayrinult bir proje gelistirmek icin tiim gerekli verileri hazirlamakei. Mas-
ter plani daha 6nceden belirlenmis olan Al Agabeh bdlgesi i¢in ise kararlagtirilmig arsa
kullanim planina gore bir gelisim onerisine ihtiyag vardi. Birbirlerine bitisik olarak bulu-
nan her bir arsa i¢in yere 6zgii bir hikiye olusturmak ve daha sonra ¢evresini de etkiley-
erek yayilacak bir tasarim konsepti 6nermek 6nemliydi.

Jiftlik bolgesinde ise 6grenciler harabe haldeki yapinin restorasyonu ve yeniden insa edilm-
esine yonelik binanin ¢evre tasariminin da déhil oldugu bir 6neri gelistirdiler. Yapinin
yeniden canlandirilmast baglaminda yeni kullanim 6nerileri getirmek bir ihtiyact.
Battir koyiinde korunmusg peyzaj alanlarina nazaran bir siirii tarihi ev uygunsuz ekler ned-
eniyle hasar gérmiis durumdaydi. Bu nedenle tasarim 6nerileri, bolgenin fiziksel sartlarini
lyilestirmenin yanisira ek hizmet yapilariyla hem ziyaretgi turist sayisini artirmaya hem
de bolge sakinlerinin yasam standartlarini yiikseltmeye odaklanmusti.

Wadi al Joz ve Jabal Mukabber bélgeleri icin Master plan onerileri genel manada tarihi
eski sehre yakin yeni bir kentsel doku olusturmaya yonelikti. Bu planlama onerileri arazi
kullanimi, parselde ulagim agy, yesil alanlarin tasarimi ve gelecekte insa edilecek binalar
orlintiisiinii igeriyordu.

4. Asama — Nihai Tasarim

Son agama ise projenin sonlandirilmast ile materyal, sekiller, bakis agilari, yapilandirmalar
ve kot/irtifa tasarimlarinin belirlenmesinden olusuyordu. Battir bolgesi gibi mevcut
kentsel dokunun igerisini doldurmaya yonelik tasarimlardan olusan ¢alisma alanlarinda,
yeni tasarlanmis yapilarin eski kent dokusuna zit bir sekilde yansitilmasi veya geleneksel
tasarim gorisiiniin benimsenmesi gibi farkli bakis agilart kullanildi. Jiftlic 6rneginde ise,
yapilan tiim eklentilerin materyal ve sekil agisindan zitlik olusturmasi 6ngoriilerek mevcut
tarihi yapilarin restore edilmesi onerilmistir. Kudiis igerisinde tasarim, temel formlar ve
tas malzemeler ile gergeklestirilmistir. Aligveris merkezinin tasarimi ise geleneksel olarak
ortaya ¢ikmis mekénlarla hi¢ bir baglanti olmaksizin tasarlanan aligveris merkezlerinin
stradan bir uygulamasindan kaginmak amaciyla giintimiize ait aligveris merkezinin igine
geleneksel carsinin yorumlanmasi ile olusturulmustur.



Phase 3 (master plan)

After a concept had been adopted for each group, the next stage was to develop master
plan and to prepare all the needed data for the detailed project development. In the case
of Al Aqabeh where a master plan already existed, it was necessary to come up with an
approach for developing each plot according to the land usage plan that was already
adopted and approved. It was important to create a unique story for each plot facing one
another and to propose a concept that could be extended to include the surrounding
area.

In the case of Jiftlik locality students proposed a plan for rehabilitation and revitalisation Fig. 20 Jifilic group is working on prison model ! Jifilic
not just of a single building structure (that of the former prison) that could be restored,  grubu eski hapisane binasinin 3d modelini yapryorlar
but also include the surrounding area as a part of the same project design.

Phase 4 (final design)

The last phase was the finalisation of the project and the focus was on the design, defin-
ing forms, materials, elevations, approaches, and construction. In cases where the task
was to design new infill inside the existing urban fabric, such as was the case of Battir, dif-
ferent approaches were used - following the old urban fabric, new design was expressed , , ‘ ‘

As an outcome of the summer studio, the students have prepared 5 projects in teams and
in each group some also developed more detailed projects individually.

Mutual challenges, experiences, solutions and lessons learned have been shared among
the participants in the studio. They gained knowledge about Palestinian planning issues,
working on the real project facing challenges from the very restrictive environment. This
team work was presented during the final exhibition.

Battir

A village with an old core, in the Western region of Bethlehem governorate,
south of Jerusalem.
Due to the political situation, Battir has a special condition, including land located in
the Area B and Area C. The border of Jerusalem, and the Green Line passes through
Battir as well. The area is characterized by a beautiful cultural landscape with a series of
agricultural valleys with stone terraces. The villagers of Battir use a traditional method of
agriculture, focused on olives, vines and fruit. Their ancestors built a unique irrigation
system that utilises man-made terraces with dry-stone retaining walls. Battir is inscribed
on the UNESCO WHL and construction of the separation wall over its lands has been
stopped.

A plan for Battir has been prepared by IPCC, taking into account all the limitations,
restrictions and work identified by UNESCO, such as the archeological sites, the buffer
zones and old core, and so several areas have been proposed for residential and touristic
development to attract visitors to the village to improve the economy side and create a
place for people to visit and enjoy the landscape.

As part of the proposed concept, the group of students worked on several tasks inside
Battir, including: A survey of houses and buildings of the old core of the village, the
preparation of a rehabilitation plan for the village core, the design of a path and connec-
tion between the village and the terraces, the development of a complex multi-functional
building inside the core of the village.

Al Aqabeh

Al Agabeh is a small neighbourhood in the northern part of East Jerusalem. The
area of the neighbourhood is 135 dunams. The current population is about 600 people.
It is close to the main road connecting Ramallah and Jerusalem.

Currently, the neighbourhood is an unplanned area, and it is defined as an open land-
scape by the Israeli Jerusalem Municipality. The area suffers from an irregular and crowd-
ed built up area, and there are no services or proper infrastructure for these buildings.
Also, there is an open sewage canal in the area that was a major obstacle. However, the
area has many advantages: it has an open view towards the Ad Dam valley and only a
slightly sloping topography.

IPCC has prepared an outline plan for the neighbourhood which was a community
initiative to plan it. The plan is still in the authorisation process. The IPCC’s plan was
to integrate into the green area public spaces and buildings. The plan allocated 40% of
the area for public facilities in the form of 2 primary schools, 6 dunams per school, 2
mosques, a cultural centre, community centre, 11 dunams for a shopping mall, a linear
park, and neighbourhood park. The residential plot ratios were divided into 3 categories
ofis 75-100%, 101-200% and 201-300%.

Task

Designing the new urban centre of Al Aqabeh neighbourhood that includes public fa-
cilities. The main square area of the neighbourhood is 32.5 dunams including: the main
neighbourhood park, shopping mall, mosque, elementary school, community centre, in
addition to residential buildings according to IPCC’s plan.

Jabal al Mukabber

Jabal al Mukabber is a large Palestinian neighbourhood in the southern part of
East Jerusalem. According to local legend, Jabel al Mukabber is named after Umar ibn
al-Khattab, the second caliph of the Islamic Caliphate, who called “Allahu Akbar” at this
site. The name of the mountain preserves this call.
The separation wall divided the larger neighbourhood in two, one half inside the wall,
the other outside. It has a total population of 14,000 and is within 2 km of the old city.
The neighbourhood of Jabal al Mukabber suffers from restrictions on building, where
construction is strictly limited, and very low plot ratios were allotted to the existing
residential clusters, the Municipality claims that this is for the preservation of the visual

basin of the Old City.

Natural Features

Jabal al Mukabber is a hilly area. Moreover, there are two major valleys beside it:
* Wadi an-Nar: Located in the north of Jabal al Mukabber.

* Wadi Yasoul: Located in the west of Jabal al Mukabber

General Plan for Jabal al Mukabber

Given the harsh situation of living in Jabal al Mukabber, and as a result of the lack of
building rights and plot ratios which give people approximately 80 m2 per plot, people
built according to their needs without permits. Additionally, the neighbourhood lacks
roads, infrastructure and municipal services. In general, there is insufficient water provi-
sion, sewage and drainage disposal, and garbage collection. Jabal al Mukabber has great
potential. Since it is within the visual basin of the Old City of Jerusalem, it has a good
opportunity to bring in tourism and visitors. In addition there is an existing nearby
promenade from the west side. Moreover, a closer look at Jabal al Mukabber shows that
there is a lot of vacant land that is worthy of development, for either residential, com-
mercial or touristic development.

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IPCC has developed a General Land Use Plan for Jabal al Mukabber and is currently
working on five outline plans and two detailed plans for zones in Jabal al Mukabber. The
plans propose different land uses to fulfil the shortage of needs and expected needs of
2030. Proposed land uses included residential, public buildings, commercial space, green
landscaped areas, touristic facilities and mixed-use functions.

The major commercial zone in Jabal al Mukabber is Hayy al Farouq, which has a direct
view towards the Old City, a nearby promenade and vacant land. All of the mentioned
characteristics qualify it as a touristic zone. Therefore the proposals included design-
ing touristic solutions in relation to the existing urban fabric, densification of built up
neighbourhoods and designing public services. The work included connecting parks and
promenades with Jabal al Mukabber, proposing some touristic solutions including the
development of complex multi-functional buildings. The aim was to create a visual con-
nection with the Holy Basin and to provide green pockets as continuation of prom-
enades, all in relation to the existing built areas.

Jiftlic

Located 33 km north of the city of Jericho, on the border with Jordan Valley, it is
described as an agricultural area.

It is easy
to reach, there is a school close by, as well as a clinic.

The existing building was a Turkish prison, which continued to be used during the Brit-
ish Mandate with additions. The building has not been in use since the occupation of the
West Bank in 1967, and currently it is within a military firing zone.

The building has historical value, it has the potential for a cultural and touristic events,
but the building needs rehabilitation. The task was to conduct a survey of the building
and area, to prepare a plan and a model, and to propose future use of the building.

Wadi al Joz

‘Wadi al Joz’ means Valley of the Walnuts, and is a Palestinian neighbourhood in East Je-
rusalem, located at the head of the Kidron Valley, north of the Old City. The population
of Wadi al Joz is 13,000. The Wadi al Joz neighbourhood was established outside Herod’s
Gate in the late 19th century when wealthy Arab families built summer houses there. In
the early 1900s, an oil depot and distribution centre was established there. In 2007, a
neighbourhood association was formed to push for improvements to local services and
infrastructure. The neighbourhood consists of residential, commercial establishments,
schools and some public areas. It is also known in Jerusalem for its car repair shops. Be-
cause of the higher density of vehicles travelling in the neighbourhood, circulation and
parking problems occur caused by vehicles parking on both sides of the narrow streets.

The project site overlooks the “Dome of the Rock” and “Al Agsa Mosque”, only 500 me-
ters from the North-Eastern wall of the Old City. It is also located near a College and a
National Park that has connection to the Jerusalem-Jericho Road. It challenges one of the
major problems which hold back the planning process in Jerusalem, which is the preju-
diced zoning and allocations for public use. This land is also currently zoned as a Na-
tional Park in the land use plan (no building is allowed). Currently the land is owned by
Al Agsa Association (its members are from Waqf Department and Al Quds University).

The aim is to develop a site with mixed use functions including housing for Waqf em-
ployees and both teachers and students of Al Quds University, rooms to rent to pilgrims
visiting the Holy City, commercial space to serve the area and visitors; and other facilities
like a Public Park, which serves the whole area.

The proposed design connects the neighbouring national park and surrounding neigh-
bourhood with a green area that will serve as a connection path to the Old City in which
the functions mentioned above will be distributed around it. Private, public, shaded,
half shaded, green, and paved areas act as different zones of the project to create unique
livable spaces. Three different parking units serve for three different zones (residential,
commercial, and hospitality zones) using the advantage present in the topography of the

land.

To create unity and flexibility in the whole design and ease of usage in all the functions,
the apartments, bungalows, hotel, commercial spaces, services, etc have been based on
modular design. In this way with the help of addition or exclusion of modules, smaller
and bigger spaces would easily be created with little cost or intervention, even after the
building is finished or when changes in functionality is demanded.

The task was to prepare a land use plan for the site, allocate a minimum of 40% for the
public use, design residential areas including house units, and design public facilities.
